




Value  
Value refers to the lightness and darkness of a color. Value is compared on a scale from White to 

Black. The lighter a color, the higher the value, making white the highest or the lightest value. Use  

value for the following strategies and keep in mind 

that the human eye is drawn to an element that’s in 

contrast with its background:  

• To create a focal point or point attention to an  

important element  

• To create illusion and depth  

• To create contrast  

You can see different values of the color red.  

Remember that the darker the color, the lower the 

value and vice versa. The top furthermost left square 

is high in value while the bottom and furthermost left 

square is very low in value.  

The orange circle in the middle 

of the graphic creates a center of 

focus and draws the viewers eyes 

to the important information  

inside of the orange circle. The 

orange circle also emulates the 
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
